Sub: Investigation of serious financial irregularities perpetrated over a period of time by Sh. Jyothisankar, ITS Gr A of ITS, presently posted as GM/Thiruvanthapuram, Kerala. 

Sir,

Due to virtual non existence of a foolproof investigating mechanism in BSNL due to which large number of irregularities of almost every nature go unnoticed and naturally are not investigated, we are constrained to seek your kind intervention in investigating financial irregularities, which prima facie appear to be quite bonafide and serious in nature, reportedly perpetrated by the aforesaid officer over a period of time. 
Procedure apparently appears to have been followed but a deeper and wider probe, we are sure, will clearly establish and reveal the complicity of the said officer in committing series of following irregularities. Necessary documents are also enclosed to facilitate an expeditious investigation. Besides, other incriminating evidence to substantiate the below mentioned irregularities can be made available in the course of investigation.
What apparently lends good credence to the irregularities is the indiscriminate manner in which buildings belonging to his close relatives, like brother in law, mother in law, wife etc. have been acquired by BSNL at very exorbitant rents in far flung and remote areas. Acquiring building from his relatives cannot be a matter of coincidence unless such large scale acquisition is carefully worked out. The irregularities are listed below.

A)  Acquisition of Thirumala Telephone Exchange Building belonging to his brother in law:  In spite of the fact that nearby Poojappura telephone exchange, hardly a kilometre away from Thirumala, was available and in an expandable position, the building owned by Col Sadasivan, brother in law of the officer, was taken on rent in year 2007 at exorbitant Rs 19, 800 per month whereas it is understood that premises with identical accommodation is easily available at Rs 5000 per month in nearby vicinity. 
What is further revealing here is than even though Poojappura telephone exchange of BSNL is fully ready with the available infrastructure since 2008, it continues to remain unutilized for the last three years and rent @ Rs 19, 800 per month continues to paid to the brother in law of the said officer. Necessary documents are enclosed at annexure 1.  
B) Similarly Plakkeezh telephone exchange belonging to the mother in law of the said officer, Mrs Nalini, has been taken on rent at huge Rs 5,700 per month in the year 2007 even though the premises is only a modified traditional pan shop, in highly undeveloped rural area. It is relevant to mention here that both the above exchanges are not in load centric mode but have been acquired for extraneous considerations only. All the necessary and relevant documents are enclosed at annexure 2.

C) Various sub divisional offices at Venjaramoodu, Ulloor and BTS at Venjaramoodu belonging to the wife of the officer wife MS Chandrakumari have also been taken indiscriminately on rent by BSNL at very exorbitant rates.  

D) The officer was asked to explain very serious discrepancies observed in the IPR statement submitted by him in the year 2008 when he was working as GM/Davengere, Karnataka. This is enclosed at annexure 3.    
Even though investigation in such irregularities can well be conducted through internal organizational investigating mechanism, but due to virtual non existence of such mechanism in BSNL, we are sorry to encroach upon your valuable time and request you to get the aforesaid irregularities thoroughly and expeditiously investigated. Besides, we also take this opportunity in further requesting you to take appropriate steps that lead to introduction of a very effective and foolproof investigating apparatus in BSNL.
