Sir,                  
At the very outset, we expressed our profound sense of gratitude to you for acceding to our request of constituting a committee to go into detail into various adverse aspects created as a consequence of issuing of order under reference. In fact, the aforesaid letter issued by the BW section of BSNL is at complete variance and in total contradiction with the instructions issued by the BSNL corporate office on ACP issue pay fixation order. The instructions contained in the aforesaid letter are in complete violation of the order issued on pay fixation and is going to result in unjustified and illegitimate recovery of a huge number of executives working in the BW/EW wings of BSNL. While some of the sadistic Civil/Electrical Units are over enthusiastic in implementing this retrograde order to enforce immediate recoveries, some other zones have taken more than 18 months for implementation of 1st Time Bound upgradation even for the Junior most Executive. This is the state of affairs and apathy prevailing, particularly in the BW wing of the Organization. In fact, we find that BW wing of BSNL continues to be resisting important reforms that ought to have taken place there by now.
             We are apprehensive that some of the Civil/Electrical Zones are not even aware about the developments that have taken place regarding formation of committee approved by the BSNL Corporate Office to resolve the adverse issues related to 1st ACP pay fixation because of the arbitrary orders issued by BW section vide letter under reference.
              Now, since the all the adverse issues of the aforesaid order are going to be under serious and objective consideration of the committee constituted by the BSNL Management recently in their totality, we request you to kindly direct the BW/EW wings of the Corporate office to issue appropriate and immediate instructions to its field units not to act on the orders contained in the aforesaid letter till the issues are examined and addressed by the committee at length. We shall be extremely grateful to you for taking an early and expeditious action in this regard so as to save thousands of executives from being subject to grave injustice as a result over enthusiasm of the some zones of these wings to enforce these illegitimate and arbitrary orders and effect unjustified recoveries.
