Seen in that context, the move of the HPCL Management to suspend President of its officers Association, is nothing but a coercive and arbitrary measure in the direction of destabilizing the Association of its officers with the ulterior motive of having an unquestionable and unbridled freedom to perpetrate irregularity of any kind and magnitude.

We are confident that the government shall intervene as quickly as possible to avoid escalation of an already volatile situation created due to the unwarranted action of HPCL management in placing President/HPMSA on suspension on nakedly concocted grounds. We also believe that the government fully recognizes and understands the great significance of strengthening strategic CPSUs, and also of building a harmonious and congenial environment in which the demand of the Associations to bring about complete transparency in the functioning of the Management of CPSUs is encouraged and supported.
