Sub: Winding up IR section and outsourcing its functions.

Sir,

TES Gr B competitive examination to fill about 4000 TES Gr B posts through competitive examination was held in July,08. It is incredible that in such a competitive and cut throat environment, IR section of BSNL should be taking about a year to come out with the results of the said examination. Already more than ten months have passed and the results are nowhere near sight. This adversely speaks of and reflects the functioning of BSNL in general and IR section in particular. In case this functioning is to continue, then it is high time that entire IR cell is wound up and the job of conducting examination, evaluation of answer sheets and declaring of results are entrusted to an private agency. There is absolutely no use in justifying the abnormal delay on one flimsy pretext or the other, because we are in an era where the end result is all that matters and excuses and alibi have absolutely no scope. The section is headed by an officer of the level of Additional Secretary.  

It is only because of this attitude that we are unable to compete other service providers in the field units. Initially the delay was reportedly on account of unprecedented delay by some GMs in evaluating the answer sheets. Despite our request to take stern action against the said officers, we are confident that no action has so far been taken for such grave lapse because of persisting weaknesses that the Management continues to cultivate in respect of highly errant ITS officers. Now that the evaluation sheets have been received by the IR section, the final process of tabulation etc. is yet to commence. The delay is being attributed to seeking of clarifications which are baseless and completely untenable. 

Totally irrelevant and uncalled for queries, never hitherto raised, are being sought from the personnel section, thus raising the possibility of some kind of conspiracy to give further elbow room to some disgruntled elements who desperately tried their best for the last more than two years to stall the holding of examination itself in the first instance and now are trying to stall the declaration of results by filing innumerable cases in various courts throughout the Country. 
However, so far they did not succeed in stalling either the holding of examination or declaration of results mainly because the examination has been conducted strictly in accordance to the provisions of the existing TES Gr B RRs. Besides, the personnel section of BSNL dealt the legal issues raised in various courts quite aptly, based on actual facts, merits and the provisions of RRs. We are quite confident that there is something more than merely meets the eye in the action of IR section to seek unwarranted and vague clarifications from the personnel section. The intention is clearly to delay.
Against these facts, we seek your immediate personal intervention in the matter to ensure that appropriate action is initiated and the entire process is expedited and brought to completion at the earliest, within fifteen days. We believe that you fully recognize our concern on account of inordinate and unacceptable delay that has already taken place and which to say the least is a deliberate one.   

We are unfortunately constrained to further inform you, based on what is actually causing the delay, that we shall be launching Country wide protest actions very shortly in case the existing stalemate created deliberately is not cleared and the results are not declared within a reasonable time. It is really unfortunate that we have to think in terms of protest actions for declaration of results. This is the stage that BSNL is fast heading towards.
