Sub: Request to resume and expedite dead locked SDE to Adhoc STS DPC.
Sir,

You are fully aware of the painstaking efforts of this Association as well as BSNL Management in securing the approval of DOT to fill up all the existing vacancies in STS on Adhoc basis. We are personally thankful to you and other officers of Personnel Wing for putting in their best efforts to get necessary approval from DOT, particularly when DOT had restrained BSNL from holding any Adhoc DPC from TES Gr B to STS. In fact, we fully appreciate the swiftness with which DPC work was progressing. Unfortunately, the said DPC which was progressing smoothly got stuck up due to clarifications from Hon’ble Supreme Court and Delhi High Court on fixation of TES Gr B seniority.

We now understand that DOT has finally asked BSNL to go ahead with the said DPC after firming up legal opinion on directions of both the Courts and conveying the same to BSNL. While the opinion regarding implementation of clarification from Supreme Court was conveyed by DOT nearly two months before, in case of compliance with directions of High Court, the advice has been recently received by BSNL from DOT, thus virtually clearing all the hurdles in the way of holding of the said DPC.

We request your kind personal intervention by directing the concerned officers to once again resume the suspended work of DPC with the enthusiasm and involvement that was visible in the recent past. JTOs of year of recruitment 1972, promoted to SDE cadre in 1990, are desperately waiting for their promotion to STS for the last 17 years and a good number is retiring every month in the TES Gr B cadre itself because of inordinate delay in holding the DPC from TES Gr B to STS. That means those retired/retiring as SDEs have got single functional promotion from JTO to SDE in their entire career spanning about 35 years. Keeping this  highly undesirable reality in consideration, we are confident that all out efforts would be undertaken on highest priority to complete the said DPC.
