 Sustained struggle is the only and only way.
Struggle has been since time immemorial an inherent and potent weapon in the armoury of trade unions to secure justice and defeat subjugation, exploitation and deprivation. One never has to lose faith in the ultimate result of sustained struggle, struggle where conviction is never lost and patience  is unending. History of struggle by trade unions tells us that cultivating and fostering basic ingredients like having an unwavering faith in the end result of struggle whose objective is just and means legitimate, maintaining  abounding patience, deep rooted conviction and ensuring continuity of struggle are fundamental and vital to definite success of any trade union movement. 
We have our own great success story of 1986 pay scale up gradation struggle to speak about and recollect and which bears an eloquent testimony to this reality. What a historical struggle that was -- one to be actually seen and participate in to believe that unbelievable conviction, toughness of mind, unique sense of oneness and extraordinary urge to continue to struggle despite heavy odds and all the formidable obstacles till history was created by us. We came very close to victimization of worst kind many a time during the course of struggle but never caved in, lost our direction or patience, diluted our conviction and remained just fearless.  That was the mantra and path we chose and firmly held on till we reached that historic milestone which eventually became the cornerstone of all our subsequent struggles.  
Astounding success of that truly amazing struggle gave birth to an unshakeable and rocklike platform from where we continuously kept on launching and firing projectiles with such an immaculate precision that we never missed the target. The only time sadly enough we went astray in our assault was March, 2005, badly missing the target and thus having already had to pay and are continuing to pay a heavy price for that ominous debacle. Thus, Comrades, time has come for us to prove our mettle once again - the stuff that we are made of -  that indomitable courage, that fearlessness, that killer instinct to face any kind of situation howsoever adverse it may be, that exemplary and unparalleled sense of oneness and solidarity, that infinite inner urge and unwavering resolution to carry on and carry forward struggle till our defined destination is reached.
Sinister game plan of BSNL management dominated by ITS full of vested interests is not difficult to understand and demolish given the fact that ITS is playing its cards of game of absorption virtually in a naked manner and the means of our just struggle to reach the end of the road are not only modest and legitimate but more significantly aimed at exposing feudal lords having seized BSNL as Zamindars, bent upon to squeeze BSNL and extort as much as is possible from it before consigning it to flames. 
Analyzed and viewed in that context, our struggle is primarily and essentially directed more at protecting hundred percent state owned strategic telecom organization whose basic objective is to provide services, not earn huge profits, of world class quality at affordable prices in the remotest parts of our country and which is also our bread and butter.
