Sub; DPC from JTO to SDE -- regarding TFs.

Sir,

While we fully appreciate that the process of DPC for promotion from JTO to SDE in TFs has begun after a prolonged stalemate, yet we would like to make following important submission in this regard so as to help overcome an existing difficult situation.

" Prior to amendment of RRs of SDE/TFs,  there was a mandatory provision of passing qualifying examination in order to be eligible for consideration for promotion of JTO to SDE in the seniority cum fitness quota. This qualifying examination has been abolished and is not part of new RRs of SDEs/TFs. However, unfortunately, a small number of JTOs having already passed the qualifying examination were yet to be promoted due to insufficient number of vacancies when the RRs were amended. In view of amended RRs, their having passed qualifying examination is of no significance now. An identical situation prevailed in case of JTOs of telecom wing in 1998 when a sizeable number of JTOs( nearly 1900 ) having passed TES Gr B qualifying examination were yet to be promoted and TES Gr B RRs were amended in 1996. TES Gr B qualifying examination which was part of earlier TES Gr B RRs was abolished as part of the amendment of RRs. Such a peculiar situation was overcome in 1998 by upgrading 1966 posts of JTOs to TES Gr B on matching saving basis and promoting an equal number of JTOs having passed TES Gr B qualifying examination. Only after promoting all the qualified JTOs were unqualified JTOs promoted according to their seniority.     

Our humble request is to promote qualified JTOs along with others by upgrading a few posts of JTOs on matching saving basis. It may be appreciated here that it would be unjust and unfair to ignore the claim of qualified JTOs for their promotion to SDEs. Such a number of JTOs is just a handful and an equivalent number of SDEs posts can be created by abolishing and upgrading the posts JTOs based on matching savings.   
We are confident that our submission would be duly considered on merits and  appropriate action is initiated to upgrade a small number of JTO posts to SDE on matching saving so as to render justice to qualified JTOs awaiting promotion to SDEs.
