Subject:- Request for conducting DPC to promote JAOs(DOT) of 1999 batch (now absorbed in BSNL) to the grade of AAO.  

Respected Madam,
We are bringing to your kind notice following facts to impress upon you that serious injustice continues to be met to JAOs of 1999 batch of erstwhile DOT on account of denying them their justified and legitimate promotion to the cadre of AAOs after completion of their requisite service and other eligibility conditions.

As per order no. 10-10/99-DE dated 21-1-2000 of Department of Telecom, nearly 310 candidates, belonging to various cadres were declared successful in the JAO part-II 1999 examination held in Feb 1999. Subsequently, they joined in DOT as JAO during the year 2000, after completing the requisite training. They should have  been promoted as AAOs in May  2003, i.e after completion of 3 years of service in conformity with their RRs vide DOT order No. 39-3/988-SEA dated 14-9-2000. Even though they were eligible for promotion to AAOs in all respects , yet they have till date been surprisingly denied this promotion whereas all other earlier batches of JAOs have been duly promoted to AAOs.

All eligible batches of JAOs, except this batch, have been promoted to AAOs prior to their issuing of presidential orders for absorption in BSNL. At the time of absorption, every cadre was assured, and this commitment is clearly spelt out in the terms and conditions of absorption, that promotions, in accordance to the existing RRs of DOT, shall continue to be given till such time BSNL finalizes its RRs. How this particular batch of JAOs of 1999 is being denied promotion to AAOs in line with the existing RRs of DOT is not only incomprehensible but quite unjust too.  

BSNL promotion policy also contains a provision stipulating, according to the Para No 1 (d)(7), that any up gradation due to the executives on or before 1-10-2004, based on the earlier time bound policies, will be granted to the executives on the basis of option as one time relaxation. Thus, by virtue of this clause, contained in the promotion policy, these JAOs, are eligible to get the scale of AOs five years after they should have ordinarily got their promotion to AAOs to which they are eligible in the year 2003 in accordance to their existing RRs.

We are thus constrained to seek your immediate kind intervention in the matter and request you to get the reasons of denial of fully justified promotion of these JAOs fully examined and also to direct the concerned officers to take appropriate action in the direction of rendering justice to these adversely affected JAOs.
